ASDAN Award Details

1). Activities Award

Activities Award with Peer Tutoring Award

(offering one award and also an opportunity for progressions into a second award within one book, this award provides an ideal route to accreditation of young people’s personal achievements and skills in youth settings.

As one of ASDAN’s successful and popular Short Courses, the Activities award provides credits which can count as up to ½ a GCSE (equivalent) via ASDAN’s CoPE Qualification.

This flexible programme certificates a variety of activities, is straightforward to achieve and there is minimum paperwork for participants and Award Co-Ordinators.

2) Sports and Fitness Award

Fitness, sports skills, officiating, sports injuries

(Football, canoing, trampolining, archery, basketball, tennis, fitness, training, swimming etc)

3) Expressive Arts Award

The ASDAN Expressive Arts Award accredits up to 60 hours of expressive arts activity - music, theatre, film and digital media, writing, DJ-ing, dance, photography, art, sculpture, jewellery-making and so on.

4) Community Involvement and Volunteering Award

The ASDAN CIVA Award accredits up to 60 hours of Community Involvement and Volunteering activity. Divided into six Modules - Starting Out; Planning and Preparation; Taking Part; Meetings; Issues and Needs; Personal Development - it is relevant for all people engaged in voluntary activity within their own community, school, college or youth centre.

5) Citizenship Award

The ASDAN Citizenship Award accredits up to 60 hours of Citizenship activity, it can offer a complete programme to meet the statutory requirements for the National Curriculum for Citizenship at Key Stages 3 and 4.. Divided into six Modules - Rights and Responsibilities; Individuals and Communities; Government and Democracy; Laws and the Courts; Finance, Work and the Media; Global Citizenship

7 ) Peer Mentoring Award

8) Adventure and Residential Award

9) Sex and Relationships Education Award

10) Foundation for Work Award

The ASDAN Foundation for Work Award accredits up to 60 hours of activity and skill development in work experience, work-related activities and vocational college links. It can be combined with the Business and Enterprise Award.

11) Personal Finance Award

The ASDAN Personal Finance Award accredits up to 60 hours of activity aimed at increasing young people's financial awareness and economic wellbeing. Five Modules cover areas of income and expenditure, managing finances, planning for the future, making financial choices and international issues.

12) Disability and Sports Awareness Award

The Disability and Sports Awareness Award is an activity-based curriculum resource for learners to think about disability and raise their awareness of the achievements of disabled sports men, women and young people, appreciating that disability does not mean inability.

Who is the award for ?
There are no age restrictions for this Short Course Award, although the main focus is the 11-19 age group.

What does it involve?
The award is made up of three modules: 

· Module 1: Disability Awareness 

· Module 2: Sport for All 

· Module 3: Celebrating Sporting Achievements

Module 3 allows students to focus on ANY major national or international sports event/championship for disabled sports men, women and young people, for example:

· Paralympics (e.g. Beijing 2008, Great Britain 2012) 

· Special Olympics 

· National Finals

Periodically, Module 3 supplements will be produced to coincide with current sporting events. These supplements can be used as an alternative to the generic Module 3 in the Award book. 

In each module there is a choice of challenges. The module challenges can be completed over 30 hours or 60 hours, which corresponds to a three or six credit (10 hours = 1 credit) award.

A portfolio of evidence is collated showing pieces of evidence for each challenge, planning and reviewing, a summary of skills development, and a Record of Progress.

13) Business and Enterprise Award

14) International Award

It is a flexible, multi-level award and can be undertaken by students aged 11-19 years.

The Award provides a standalone certificate of achievement undertaken both inside and outside formal education. It also offers progression into nationally recognised awards and qualifications.

15) Aimhigher Award

The ASDAN Aimhigher Award accredits up to 60 hours of Aimhigher activity, and is aimed at increasing awareness of Higher Education, enabling students to gain an insight into how HE works, and helping them decide if it is for them and how to apply.
