GreenPrints – Flagship Projects funding (England)

SITA Trust, v the youth volunteering charity, BTCV, The Wildlife Trusts and the BBC's Breathing Places campaign, have joined forces to develop a two-year programme called GreenPrints.

Greenprints will offer funding of up to £10,000, as well as support and practical expertise from the partners, to enable 16-25 year olds to make a real difference to the communities in which they live. 

The funding is open to not for profit organisations for projects designed and delivered by groups of volunteers aged 16 to 25.

There are two strands to the scheme:

· Events - one or two day conservation projects that enable young people to take part in interesting and meaningful environmental volunteering 

· projects will help improve public green spaces for the benefit of wildlife and people

· Flagships - longer term projects led by young people with support from GreenPrints in the form of Mentors and up to £10,000 in funding 

· projects must focus on improving a public green space such as a park, beach or canal, for people and wildlife

· projects can last for up to 12 months and usually involve learning lots of new skills

GreenPrints funding can be spent on anything involved in making physical improvements to a green space. This might include buying tools, materials, training or transport for volunteers etc. Funding might also be used to promote and celebrate the project or pay for more specialist support. At the full application stage applicants will need to be supported by an Accountable Body.

An England wide team of GreenPrints Mentors are ready to help groups develop Flagship projects. The Mentor will guide and support through the development of the project idea and throughout the implementation of the project. 

The next application deadline is the 12th August 2009. These applications should be made online, although the questions asked at each stage can be viewed first in the Application Guidance. Initial application enquiries can be made at any time but applicants are advised to leave enough time to submit a full application by the deadline.
