Background 
 

In partnership with the Regional Chlamydia Screening Programme, City of Sunderland College 
and Childrens Services the Voluntary Sector Youth Forum and its member organisations has 
worked hard to increase awareness of Chlamydia within neighbourhood projects.  
 
As a result the pilot year screens in the voluntary sector that there is an increase of more than 
800% (based on 07/08 figs). -  Feb and Mar 09 figures are still to be verified by the Regional 
Team.  
 
An event to celebrate the success of everyone who participated in the pilot took place at the 
National Glass Centre on 12th March 2009  5.30 – 8.00pm. 127 people attended including young 
people and their workers from Youth work organisations across the city, partner agencies 
including City of Sunderland College and representatives from various organisations across the 
region were invited to attend 
 
The event had 2 major aims; 
 

·  We believe the next steps in continuing to promote and raise awareness of Chlamydia and 
other STI’s is to involve young people; this event helped encourage young people to have a 
voice by entering their own ideas to promote this important health message. Ideas were 
show cased at the event by over 86 young people from 12 organisations.  

 
·  To celebrate the achievements of everyone involved in the Chlamydia pilot (voluntary 

sector members) and partner organisations, and to say thank you to projects for helping 
make the initiative a success.

Young people from all the voluntary youth projects across the city & the City of Sunderland 
College were asked to think of an idea that would try and raise the awareness of Chlamydia to lots 
of other young people across the city of Sunderland; their ideas could take any form, they could 
use any materials / resources they wanted to, and their youth workers helped support the ideas. 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

The ideas were all original, creative and fun. The young people had worked on their individual 
projects for up to 4 months, many of them undertaking a great deal of research with their peers in 
the process.  
 
Young people were asked to show-case their ideas to a panel of judges (nicknamed “the Dragons” 
from Dragons Den), who assessed each idea on pre-set criteria.

SNYP (Southwick Neighbourhood Youth Project), the young people consulted with other young 
people who had been invoiced with developing the idea and they have decided they would like to 
buy a Nintendo Wii as their prize.

Young people designed a calendar with a different 
gremlin for each month of the year (with more time 
they sais they wanted to redesign the gremlin to 
include a gremlin to represent Chinese New Year, 
Halloween, St Patricks Day etc) 

Hendon Young People’s 
Project (Detached) 

Soft Toy Young people designed a soft toy that could also be 
used as somewhere to store condoms. They had 
researched various materials and had designed a 
whole wardrobe of clothes including Band T-shirts, 
Football strips etc to make this idea more 
commercial. 

Southwick Neighbourhood 
Youth Project 

Board Game Young people designed and produced a prototype 
board game that stimulate conversations around 
sexual health, relationships, STI’s, SHOWT scheme 
etc. They had tried it out in schools, youth work 
sessions and with parents / adults; sessions were 
evaluated and changes made.  

Downhill Youthie Bus Pass Cover Young people designed a bus pass cover that would 
incorporate their SHOWT card.

Chlamydia March Young people from 2 youth groups dressed up and 
preformed the “Chlamydia March”, a song they had 
devised and then recorded. They prepared copies of 
the CD to give to the audience. 

The Box Youth Project Street Cheer Young people designed a streetcheer (a combination 
between street dancing and cheerleading) and
