· Focus on six particular skills, which are assessed as they progress through the challenges: Improving own Learning and Performance; Working with Others; Problem Solving; Discussion; Research; Giving an Oral Presentation

· Present a portfolio of evidence of their skills and challenge completion to their CoPE Co-ordinator for external moderation
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
