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Sunderland Safeguarding Children Board has invested in an E-Learning Training package on Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect.

Professionals who work with children have varied roles, which differ in levels of specialism, but one thing is key: safeguarding children is everyone's business. Because of this, it can be difficult to reach all the people who need to be trained via the usual face-to-face routes alone. 
The SSCB e-learning training provides an opportunity to complement your traditional face-to-face delivery, by providing access to an excellent range of e-learning courses. 
There are 6 versions available of the Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect course. Learners can request to nominate themselves onto the version they feel is most appropriate for their professional role.   

Please find details of all 6 versions below as well as information on making a nomination. 

NB We would probably recommend the 2 highlighted versions for youth organisations.

· Introduction version – short course aimed at people who do not work directly with children but come in to contact with children and need an awareness and whom only need to tell their manager if they have concerns i.e. taxi drivers, school crossing patrol perhaps. 45 minutes
· Foundation version – aimed at people who have occasional contact with children; gives comprehensive information as well as what to do if a child discloses. 1 – 2 hours
· Core version – same content as foundation, but with 9 extra screens in physical abuse section (some disturbing graphic images); 20 extra screens on neglect and 8 extra screens on what to do. There are references to CAF in here also. This is suitable for frontline professionals. 2 – 3 hours
· Police Version – same course as Core version but with added screens pertinent to Police procedures such as the law relating to removal of the child. (Adapted and reviewed by Bedford and East Anglian constabularies) 2 – 3 hours
· Young Adult Version - This is suitable for staff working in secondary schools and colleges; based on the foundation version and covers extra issues such as forced marriages; sexual relationships etc. 1 – 1.5 hours
· Think Safe, Stay Safe, Be Safe – (course developed for South Tees Junior SCB) aimed at 11 – 18 year olds. 1 hour
The e-learning Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect package is endorsed by the SSCB and CPD accredited. 
How can I get my staff trained?

· Determine which version of the course is appropriate for staff to complete

· Complete a spreadsheet for each version i.e. one spreadsheet for the foundation course a separate one for the core version etc

· First name, Surname, Email address and Agency/Role column ONLY to be completed on the spreadsheet

· Return the completed spreadsheets to Amanda asap amanda@svsyf.org
All nominations are uploaded onto the system by the SSCB on or around the 25th of each month. 

Staff will receive their login details and passwords to access the system via e-mail on or around the 25th of each month.

Staff have 28 days in which to complete the training course from the date they receive log in details.
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
