
YDAP Drugs and Alcohol awareness session 
for voluntary sector youth providers
Drugs and Alcohol awareness sessions are being offered by YDAP locality workers to ensure staff (including youth workers and teachers) working with children and young people have up to date information and are able to offer a consistent messages to young people across the city.

Awareness sessions will include a combination of the following;

· Signs that might indicate a problem

· Behaviours and characteristics of young people with drug / alcohol problems

· What is the Referral Process? 
· Judgement – shall I refer or not?
· What happens when you do refer?

· How to link in with other agencies

· What problems are there in Sunderland? – profile of drugs used / are any groups more vulnerable / area / schools etc

· Alcohol and drug related hospital admissions (facts and figures)

· The extent of the problem in real terms

· Myth busting 

· Social norms

The training will be informal and flexible.

· It can be delivered in any venue and even incorporated as part of your regular staff team meetings, in your own venue.

· Times are flexible; staff can deliver sessions any evenings or on Saturday mornings.

· Sessions can be delivered in approximately 2 hours

· Numbers for training are 2 minimum – 15 maximum

· Cost – FREE

· Sessions are aimed at anyone in your organisation that works with children and young people.
