Who is it for?

This course is for practitioners and managers from statutory, voluntary, independent and private organisations that respond to disclosures and that help to manage the multi agency safeguarding response.  Please note that you will be expected to have completed the e-learning Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect Course prior to undertaking this training (for information contact sarah.gallagher@sunderland.gov.uk or on 0191 566 1474). 

SSCB will no longer be able to provide refreshments or lunches free of charge at training courses.
