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The Impact of Parental Substance Misuse on Parenting
Level 3 Training
Who is it for?

This course is for practitioners and managers from statutory, voluntary, independent and private organisations working with children and/or parents/carers who have issues with drug and alcohol misuse.  You will need to have a basic awareness of substance misuse prior to undertaking the course.  Please note that you will be expected to have completed the e-learning Awareness of Child Abuse and Neglect Course prior to undertaking this training (for information contact sarah.gallagher@sunderland.gov.uk or on 0191 566 1474).  You must also have a basic awareness of the Framework for Assessment of Children in Need and Common Assessment Framework and have attended Level 2 training appropriate in safeguarding children.
SSCB will no longer be able to provide refreshments or lunches free of charge at training courses. · An understanding of the potential short and long term effects of parental substance misuse on the child

· An understanding of the risks associated with pregnancy and substance misuse

· An understanding of the safeguarding children referral process and adult services treatment pathways
